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Card data and instructions

* Toys should be provided with instructions and guidance in both Arabic
and English with clear and understandable instructions on the installation,
maintenance and use.

The following information should be stated on the instructions table in Arabic
and English and it should be inerasable:

Manufacturer’s name and address.

Brand.

Country of Origin.

Appropriate age of users

Mention whether the supervision of adults is required or not.

Number of users allowed at one time.

Technical conditions for purchase of toys:

* Toys should be light in weight and easily carried by child.

* Toys should not have sharp or pointed edges to avoid injuries to the child.

* Colors should be fixed to avoid harming children if they come out of toys
and enter their mouth.

* Toys should not have long strips or ropes so they cannot not wrap around the
child’s neck.

* Toys should not to be very small, making them easy for the child to swallow.
* Toys should not be easily fractured or broken.

* Toys should not be made of materials which a child can remove by his teeth.

General conditions for purchase of toys

* Toys should be appropriate to the characteristics and features of child’s
growth in the different stages.

* Toys should conform to children’s moods to help them to nurture their
psychological needs.

* Toys should be amusing and entertaining to the child as much as possible
because fun attracts them to learn.

* Toys should bolster children’s loyalty to their homeland, identity and
heritage.
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Risks of playing with toys

Children’s toys have lots of benefits, but they have many risks as well, such as:

* Electrical or battery powered toys carry many risks, particularly for children
under five years of age.

* Toys made up of small parts may lead to suffocation among little children as
they may swallow pieces of them.

* Some plastic toys are made of a kind of plastic that is modified to give them
the flexibility and softness, and they may contain toxic chemicals and heavy
metals such as Lead, Cadmium and Dioxin. These toxins can hurt the child if
he suck them, and when toxins accumulate by time in the kidneys, bones and
nervous system of the child, they cause health problems as serious as cancer.
Cadmium affects the reproductive system and endocrine glands in the body.

* Toys containing magnetic materials have a health risk when a child exposes
to them for long periods.

* The sounds and movements of some toys may disturb the child and lead to
stress and fear and may affect his sense of hearing.

* Some toys lead to injuries and harm to the eyes (such as lasers, shotguns,
pistols, arrows and crackers).

» Computer games affect the eyesight.

* Gel toys manufactured using materials such as gelatin, derivatives of
petroleum, banned chemicals or colors can get larger, or be divided or
multiplied in water or in a wet location, and when they are ingested by a child
as they grow in size in the stomach, and block their intestines.

Important safety requirements for toys

* Toys should be designed and manufactured according to safety standards and
requirements to avoid any physical dangers.

* Toys should not be made of separable small pieces which are easy to
swallow or insert into ear or nose, especially the toys used by children under
the age of three.

*» Toys must not contain any explosive materials which can explode due to heat
oxidization or interaction of materials.

* Instructions for use must be attached with the toy to describe the optimal use
of a toy, the risks expected as a result of use and the appropriate ages of users
including the need for the supervision of adults when necessary.

* The manufacturers should add warning signs and instructions for toys
designed to use in water so that the maximum depth is stated and the emphasis
on its use only under the supervision of adults.

* Toy design or form must not contradict with religion, customs or traditions.

* Toys should not contain any radioactive elements that may affect the health
of children or others.

* Toys producing infrared or ultraviolet rays should be banned unless an
internationally accredited certificate ensuring their safety is attached with
them.
